Review of Foreign Trade
April, 2017

EXPORTS

The total Exports of Pakistan during April, 2017 amounted to Rs.
188,385.88 million as against Rs. 187,921.84 million in March, 2017 and Rs.
179,622.05 million during April, 2016 showing an increase of 0.25% over
March, 2017 and by 4.88% over April, 2016.

Exports during July—April, 2017 totalled Rs. 1,768,744.86 million as
against Rs. 1,803,448.76 million during the corresponding period of last year

showing a decrease of 1.92%.

In terms of U.S dollars, the exports during April, 2017 amounted to
$1,798.48 million as against $ 1,794.15 million in March, 2017and $ 1,716.02
million during April, 2016 showing an increase of 0.24 % over March, 2017, and
by 4.81% over April, 2016.

In terms of U.S. dollars, the exports during July—April, 2017 totalled $
16,895.54 million as against $ 17,313.51 million during the corresponding period
of last year showing a decrease of 2.41%.

IMPORTS

The total Imports of Pakistan during April, 2017 amounted to Rs.
519,814.42 million as against Rs. 521,302.38 million in March, 2017and Rs.
399,929.33 million during April, 2016 showing a fall of 0.29% over March,
2017, whereas increased by 29.98 % over April, 2016.

Imports during July—April, 2017 amounted to Rs. 4,536,372.88 million
as against Rs. 3,777,821.30 million during the corresponding period of last year
showing an increase of 16.25%.
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In terms of US dollars, the imports during April, 2017 amounted to
$4,962.50 million as against $ 4,977.03 million in March, 2017 and $ 3,820.72
million during April, 2016 showing decrease of 0.29% over March, 2017, but
increased by 29.88% over April, 2016.

In term of U.S. dollars, the imports during July—April, 2017 amounted $
43,331.75 million as against $ 36,265.39 million during the corresponding period
of last year showing an increase of 19.49%.

Based on the above figures of exports & imports the balance of trade in
April, 2017 was unfavorable for Pakistan to the tune of 331,428.54 million in
rupees equal to US $3,164.02 million and the balance of trade during July-April,
2017 was unfavorable to the tune of 2,767,628.02 million rupees equal to U.S.
$26,436.21 million.



| - Exports by Group/Commodities

Exports from Pakistan during April, 2017 amounted to Rs. 188,385.88
million as against the exports of Rs. 187,921.84 million in previous month and
Rs. 179,622.05 million during the corresponding month of last year showing
increase of 0.25% over previous month and by 4.88% over the corresponding
month of last year.

Exports during July—April, 2017 totaled Rs. 1,768,744.86 million as against
Rs. 1,803,448.76 million during the corresponding period of last year showing a
decrease of 1.92%.

Comparative figure of exports by group/commodities during April,
2017compared to March, 2017 and April, 2016 are given in table-1 and
cumulative exports for the period July-April, 2017 of current financial year

compared to the corresponding period of last year are given in table-2.

Primary Commodities

During April, 2017 the 6 selected primary commodities contributed
15.17% of total exports in which the share of rice, fruit, vegetables &
preparations thereof , fish & fish preparations, raw cotton (excluding linters),
tobacco un-manufactured and raw wool were 9.77%, 3.02%, 2.26%, 0.10%,
0.01% and 0.01% respectively.

During July—April, 2017 these 6 commodities contributed 13.18% of the
total exports showing decrease of 8.18 % as against their combined share of
14.35% during the corresponding period of last year.



Textile Manufactures

During April, 2017 the 9 selected commodities of Textile Manufactures
contributed 54.92% of total exports in which the share of articles of apparel &
clothing accessories (excl. knitwear), cotton fabrics, knitwear, bed-wear, cotton
yarn and towels were 10.63%, 10.57%, 10.35%, 9.84%, 5.61% and 4.06%
respectively.

During July—April, 2017 these 9 commodities contributed 58.53% of the
total exports showing an increase of 2.50% as against their combined share of

57.10% during the corresponding period of last year.

Other Manufactures

During April, 2017 the 7 selected commodities of other Manufactures
contributed 7.75% of total exports in which the share of leather clothes &
accessories, leather, sport goods (excl. toys), surgical instruments and petroleum
products were 1.80%, 1.69 %, 1.55 %, 1.53% and 0.48 % respectively.

During July-April, 2017 these 7 commodities contributed 8.65% of the
total exports showing decrease of 1.31% as against their combined share of

8.77% during the corresponding period of last year.

Il — Analysis of Selected Commodities of Export

Cotton Fabrics

Cotton fabrics maintained its second position on the exports Ist in its group for
Apri, 2017 as same observed in the previous month. During ths month its exports
amounted to Rs. 19917.75 milion as against Rs. 1976211 milion n March, 2017 and
Rs. 20324.99 milion during April, 2016 showing increase by 0.79% ower March, 2017
but decreased of 2.00 % over April, 2016.

During July—Agpril, 2017 of current financial year 1,738936 thousand sg. meters
of cotton fabrics valbed at Rs. 18889831 millon were exported as against 1843056
thousand sq. meters valbed at Rs. 195764.20 milion during the same period of kst year
showing a decrease of 565% i terms of quantity and in terms of vale was lower by
351%. The awerage unit price of cotton fabrics increased to Rs. 10863 per sg. meter
from Rs. 10622 per sg meter during the corresponding period of kst year showing an
increase of 227%. Man buyers of cotton fabrics during Jul—Apri, 2017 of current
fimancial year were Banghdesh (Rs. 40107.67 milion), ltaly (Rs. 13204.43 million),
China (Rs. 1155481 milion), Germany (Rs. 8495.29 milion), USA. (Rs. 7612.83
milion), Span (Rs. 749027 milion), Turkey (Rs. 731454 milion), Sri Lanka (Rs.
6665.90 milion), United Kingdom (Rs. 635369 milion) and Portugal (Rs. 6133.08
milion). Their total take-off accounted for 60.84% of total exports of cotton cloth as
compared to their combined share of 62.45% during the same period of kst year.

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Cotton Yarn

Cotton yarn maintained its fifth position on the exports list in its group
for April, 2017 as observed in the previous month. Its exports in this month
amounted to Rs. 10,563.49 million as against Rs. 10,206.19 million in March,
2017 and Rs. 9,718.50 million in April, 2016 showing an increase of 3.50% over
March, 2017 and by 8.69% over April, 2016.

During July—April, 2017 exports of cotton yarn amounted to Rs.
109,107.31 million as against Rs. 112,548.18 million in the corresponding period
of last year depicting a fall of 3.06%. In terms of quantity 379,202 thousand kg of
cotton yarn was exported during the July—April, 20170f current financial year as
against 358,692 thousand kg exported during the corresponding period of last
year showing an increase of 5.72%. The average unit price of cotton yarn for
period July—April, 20170f current financial year was Rs. 287.73 per kg as against
Rs. 313.77 per kg in the same period of last year showing a fall of 8.30%.

China (Rs. 71,952.39 million), Bangladesh (Rs. 7,188.52 million),
Turkey (Rs. 4,824.91 million), Portugal (Rs. 3,985.71 million), Hong Kong (Rs.
3,163.15 million), Korea Rep. of (Rs. 2,632.55 million), Japan (Rs. 2,517.69
million), Italy (Rs. 1,769.37 milion), U. S. A. (Rs. 1,149.95 million) and Viet Nam
(Rs 937.3 million), were major buyers of cotton yarn during this period. Their
combined share accounted for 91.76% of total exports of cotton yarn as
compared to their combined share of 92.74% during the same period of last year.

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Rice

Rice maintained its first position on the exports list in its group during
April, 2017 as observed in the previous month. In this month it fetched Rs.
18,410.85 million as against Rs. 14,404.87 million in March, 2017and Rs.
18,154.00 million in April, 2016 showing an increase of 27.81 % over March,
2017 and by 1.41 % over April, 2016.

During July—April, 2017 its exports amounted to Rs. 140,968.84 million
as against the exports of Rs. 161,712.72 million during the corresponding period
of last year showing a decrease of 12.83%. Kenya was the leading buyer of rice
during July—April, 2017 with its share of 13.03% in the total exports of this item.
Other major buyers were United Arab Emirates (9.80%), Afghanistan (8.70%),
China (7.41%), Tanzania (3.66%), Mozambique (3.60%) and Madagascar
(3.43%). These seven countries accounted for 49.63% of total exports of rice
during this period.

Unit price of rice "Other Verities" increased to Rs. 41,278.86 per tonne
in April, 2017 from Rs. 37,142.73 in April, 2016 showing a rise of 11.14%. The
average unit price of rice "Other Varities” for July—April, 2017 at Rs. 39,010.65
per tonne was lower by 0.57% compared to average unit price of Rs. 39,232.34
per tonne for the same period of last year.

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Petroleum Products

Petroleum products moved up to fifth position on the exports list in its group
during April, 2017 from sixth position in the previous month. In this month its
exports amounted to Rs. 902.29 million as against Rs. 603.81 million in March,
2017and Rs. 239.28 million in April, 2016 showing an increase of 49.43% over
March, 2017 and by 277.09% over April, 2016.

Exports of this item for July—April, 2017 of current financial year stood
at Rs. 9,495.31 million as against exports of Rs. 4,398.05 million during the
corresponding period of last year showing an increase of 115.90%.

In terms of quantity 202,036 tonnes of petroleum products were exported
during July—April, 2017 of current financial year as against 75,786 tonnes
exported during the corresponding period of last year showing an increase of
166.59%.

The main buyers of petroleum products during July—April, 2017 were
Afghanistan (Rs. 5,558.35 million), India (Rs. 1,871.11 million), Kazakstan (Rs.
1,017.06 million), China (369.79 million), Netherland (Rs. 269.22 million),
Philippines (Rs. 186.50 million) and Bangladesh (Rs. 156.53 million). These
seven countries accounted for 97.30% of total exports of petroleum products
during July—April, 2017 against 97.92% exports during the same period of last
year.

Leather maintained second position on the exports list in its group for
April, 2017 as similar observed in the previous month. Its exports in this month
amounted to Rs. 3,176.38 million as against Rs. 3,251.43 million in March,
2017and Rs. 3,273.44 million in April, 2016 showing decrease of 2.31% over
March, 2017 and by 2.97% over April, 2016.

Exports of this item during July—April, 2017 totalled Rs. 29,598.32
million as against Rs. 31,136.60 million during the corresponding period of last
year showing a fall of 4.94%. In terms of quantity 18,274,869 sq. meter of leather
was exported during July—April, 2017 as against 14,106,526 sq. meters exported
during the corresponding period of last year showing an increase of 29.55%.

The main buyers of leather during July—April, 2017 were Italy (Rs.
4,251.49 million), Hong Kong (Rs. 4,236.51 million), China (Rs. 3,690.28
million), India (Rs. 2,198.67 million), Viet Nam (Rs. 2,136.59 million),
Bangladesh (Rs. 2,022.92 million), Korea Rep. of (Rs. 1,733.26 million), Spain
(Rs. 1,441.74 million), Germany (Rs. 1,082.26 million), South Africa (Rs. 744.92
million) and Indonesia (Rs. 707.70 million) whose combined share in total
exports of leather was 81.92% as against their combined share of 82.59% during
the same period of last year.

Carpets, carpeting rugs and mats maintained seventh position on exports
list in its group for April, 2017 same as in the previous month. Its exports in
April, 2017amounted to Rs. 617.0 million as against Rs. 565.97 million in
March, 2017 and Rs. 892.92 million in April, 2016 showing an increase of 9.02%
over March, 2017 but decreased by 30.90% over April, 2016.

Exports of this item for the July—April, 2017 of current financial year
amounted to Rs. 7,022.86 million as against Rs. 8,603.13 million during the
corresponding period of last year showing a fall of 18.37%.

In terms of quantity 1,541,041 sq. meters of carpets, carpeting rugs and
mats were exported during July—April, 2017 of current financial year as against
1,511,946 sg. meters exported during the corresponding period of last year
showing an increase of 1.92%.

The average unit price of carpets of woolen hand knotted was Rs.
5,/428.31 per sg. meter during July—April, 2017as against Rs. 6,413.13 per sq.
meter in the corresponding period of last year showing a fall of 15.36%. U. S. A.
(Rs. 3,536.69 million), Germany (Rs. 580.32 million), Italy (Rs. 377.76 million),
France (Rs. 316.20 million), United Kingdom (Rs. 243.49 million), Kazakistan
(Rs. 234.36 million), Sweden (Rs. 182.84 million) , Spain (Rs. 175.38 million)
and Canada (Rs. 172.58 million), were the main buyers of carpets, carpeting rugs
and mats during July—April, 2017. They together accounted for 82.87% during
July—April, 2017 as compared to their share of 83.04% during the same period of
last year.

Raw Cotton moved up to fourth position on the exports list in it group for
April, 2017 from fifth in the previous month. Its exports in this month amounted
to Rs. 182.87 million as against Rs. 90.55 million in March, 2017and Rs. 35.63
million in April, 2016 showing an increase of 101.95% over March, 2017 and by
413.25 % over April, 2016.

Exports of this item during July—April, 2017 amounted to Rs. 4,485.54
million as against Rs. 7,847.04 million showing a decrease of 42.84% compared
to the same period of last year. In terms of quantity 25,067 tonnes of raw cotton
was exported during July—April, 2017 as against 48,741 tonnes exported in the
same period of last year showing a decrease of 48.57%.

The main buyers of raw cotton during July—April, 2017 were India (Rs.
1278.39 million), Viet Nam (Rs. 928.42 million), Bangladesh (Rs. 839.02
million), Indonesia (Rs. 831.96 million) and Thailand (Rs. 143.96 million). They
together account for 89.66 %of total exports of raw cotton during July—April,
2017 as against their combined share of 98.30 % in the corresponding period of
last year.

Exports by Territories/Regions and Major countries during April,
2017compared with April, 2016 are given in table 3 & 4 and cumulative Exports
by Territories/Regions and Major countries for the July—April, 2017 of the
current financial year compared with the same period of last year are given in
table 5 & 6 respectively.

During the month of April, 2017 (32.33%) of total exports went to
European Union. The share of North America during April, 2017 was 16.01% as
against 18.45% in April, 2016. The share of Middle East during April, 2017 was
10.84% as against 10.55% in April, 2017. Country-wise, U.S.A. was at the top of
the exports list for April, 2017 followed by Afghanistan, United Kingdom,
China, Germany, and United Arab Emirates. The share of these six countries in
total exports of April, 2017was 47.73% as against their share of 48.87% in April,
2016.

During July—April, 2017 the share of European Union in total exports
was 33.56%. The share of North America decreased to 17.73% from 17.75%
during the same period of last year. The share of Middle East decreased to
10.19% from 10.78% during the same period of last year.

Country-wise, U.S.A. was at the top of the exports list for July—Aupril,
2017 followed by United Kingdom, China, Afghanistan, Germany and Spain.
The share of these six countries in total exports for July—April, 2017 of the
current financial year was 47.71% as against 48.85% in the same period of last

year.

Performance of export by economic categories during April, 2017 and
July—April, 2017 of the current financial year compared to the same period of last
year are shown in table-7.

During April, 2017 exports of primary commodities, semi-manufactures
goods and manufactured goods increased by 8.17%, 27.66% and 1.11%
respectively during the current month as compared to the same month of last
year.

During July—April, 2017 exports of primary commodities and semi
manufactures were lower by 7.34% and 6.70% but manufactured goods was
higher by 0.14% compared to the same period of last year.

Imports into Pakistan during April, 2017 amounted to Rs. 519,814.42
million as against the imports of Rs. 521,302.38 million in the previous month and
Rs. 399,929.33 million during the corresponding month of last year showing
decrease of 0.29% over previous month but increase by 29.98% over the

corresponding month of last year.

Imports during July—April, 2017amounted to Rs. 4,536,372.88 million as
against Rs. 3,777,821.30 million during the corresponding period of last year

showing an increase of 20.08%.

Comparative figures of imports by groups/commodities during April, 2017,
March, 2017 and April, 2016 are given in Table-8 and cumulative imports for July-
April, 2017 of current financial year and the previous year are given in Table-9.

Food Group

During April, 2017 the 5 selected commodities of Food Groups
contributed 6.97% of total imports in which the share of palm oil, pulses and tea
were 3.36%, 2.27% and 0.82% respectively.

During July—April, 2017 this group contributed 7.15% of total imports
showing a decrease of 2.32% as against their combined share of 7.32% during
the corresponding period of last year.

Machinery & Transport Group

During April, 2017 Machinery & Transport Group contributed 27.81%
of total imports in which the share of machinery and transport equipment were
20.60% and 7.21% respectively.
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During July—March, 2017 this Group contributed 28.72% of the total
imports showing an increase of 13.32% as against their combined share of 25.34

% during the corresponding period of last year.

Petroleum Group

During April, 2017 Petroleum Groups contributed 17.82% of total
imports in which the share of Petroleum Products and Petroleum Crude were
13.05% and 4.77% respectively.

During July—April, 2017 this group contributed 17.48% of total imports
showing an increase of 4.19% as against their combined share of 16.77% during
the corresponding period of last year.

Textile Group

During April, 2017 Textile Groups contributed 1.81% of total imports in
which the share of Synthetic fiber and Synthetic & artificial silk yarn were 0.92%
and 0.89% respectively.

During July—April, 2017 this group contributed 2.13% of total imports
showing a decrease of 16.69% as against their combined share of 2.56% during

the corresponding period of last year.

Chemical Group

During April, 2017 the Chemical Groups contributed 13.99% of total
imports in which the share of Chemical (excl. fertilizer, medicines & insecticide)
(10.93%), Medicinal products (2.02%), Fertilizer manufactured (0.67%), and
Insecticide (0.37%).

During July— April, 2017 Chemical group contributed 14.44% of the total
imports showing a decrease of 12.69% as against their combined share of 16.53%

during the corresponding period of last year.
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Metal Group

During April, 2017the Metal Groups contributed 6.30% of total imports
in which the share of Iron & steel and Iron & steel scrap were 3.97% and 2.33%

respectively.

During July—April, 2017 this group contributed 6.03% of total imports
showing a decrease of 13.54% as against their combined share of 6.97% during

the corresponding period of last year.

Miscellaneous Group

During April, 2017 the Miscellaneous Group contributed 1.67% of total
imports in which the share of Paper & paper product and Tyres & tubes were
1.04% and 0.62% respectively.

During July—April, 2017 this group contributed 1.69% of total imports
showing a decrease of 6.92% as against their combined share of 1.82% during
the corresponding period of last year.

IV - Imports by Economic Categories

During April, 2017 imports of consumer goods increased by 36.25% and
of raw material for consumer goods by 35.54% compared to April, 2016.
Imports of capital goods during April, 2017 increased by 21.83% and of raw
materials for capital goods increased by 26.25% compared to the same month of

last year.

During the ten months of current financial year July—April, 2017 imports
of consumer goods was higher by 16.58%, and raw material for consumer goods
by 15.74% compared to July—April, 2016. Imports of capital goods during July—
April, 2017increased by 30.29% and of raw material for capital goods increased
by 10.82% compared to the corresponding period of last year.
